Old Business:

1. Comcast Contract Update: Comcast will charge its subscribers eighty cents per monthly bill for PEG access indicated for CAPITAL ONLY. These funds will be allocated towards updating county/city meeting room equipment, fiber running to PAC 14, and adding fibers to the Fire Department for meetings. Any funds remaining will be given to PAC 14. In 3 years, PAC 14 can request a HD channel. 
2. CFES Endowment Update: Mitzi Perdue donated $1,000. $900 was allocated to endowment with the remaining $100 used for PAC 14 employee lunch.  
3. I.R.A.: Retirement fund was finalized. Employees will need to turn in their forms to start July 1, 2015. 
New Business:  
1. Sperry Van Ness T.V. Show: No updates. Board is fine with airing the program on PAC 14 as long as it adheres  to PAC 14 guidelines regarding no call-to-actions or commercial-based emphasis. 
2. Donation of expired PAC 14 Equipment: Board approved the donation of expired equipment to Wicomico High School for goodwill. Equipment will benefit the students of the school for their indicated video editing class. Equipment includes an Avid system, tape cameras, switchers, etc.
